Thank you for your recent letter concerning off-site contamination from potential release sites at
LANL. The New Mexico Environment Department shares your concerns and is seeking to establish
an ongoing process to assure that pathways for contaminant release from LANL are adequately
monitored. As noted in your letter, our efforts in this regard are substantially bolstered by funding
through an Agreement-in-Principle the department has entered into with the DOE. The agreement
provides for a broad scope of oversight activities, which are conducted on a priority basis due to
resource constraints and the complexity of environmental issues at LANL.

In regards to the two specific issues raised in your letter I am pleased to report that the DOE
Oversight Bureau is planning a public meeting which is slated to address the concerns referenced in
your letter. I have instructed the Bureau’s Chief, John Parker, to consult with you as the planning
process progresses. In addition, Mr. Parker has informed me that a site-specific workplan for our
oversight program at LANL is in the initial stages of development and as that effort progresses input
from the CAB as well as local and tribal governments, citizen groups and the general public will be
solicited. Input from you, the ER/WM Committee, and the CAB as a whole will be very beneficial
in the development of our workplan.

I would be pleased to schedule a meeting with you and the other ER/WM Committee members to
discuss our efforts regarding environmental oversight and regulation of LANL. Please call me at
827-2855 to make the necessary arrangements.
