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LANL Drilling Update- 11/18 

The latest information on the well drilling at LANL. Let me know if there are any 
questions. Thanks. 

CdV-16-2(i)r CdV-16-2(i)r is an intermediate well located near the burning grounds at 
TA-16. The sampling system pump was installed in the well last week. There was an 
electric short in the pump power line. The pump will be pulled and the line repaired and 
re-installed early next week. 

R-10a Well R-10a is in lower Sandia Canyon on San Ildefonso land. The final sampling pump 
system was installed in the well early last week. 

R-10 Well R-10 is the offset deeper well located near R-10a. No activity this reporting 
period. Awaiting installation of the final well sampling 
system. 

R-16r Well R-16r is located near the Waste Water Treatment Plant in White Rock, adjacent 
to well R-16. The final pump sampling system was installed last week. 

R-17 Well R-17 in located in middle Pajarito Canyon downstream of the flood retention 
structure. The core rig is continuing coring operation and is presently at a depth of 288 
feet with a target depth of 300 feet. Coring should be completed today with the equipment 
being demobed from the site early next week. The drill rig will be mobed to the site after 
the borehole at LADP-5 is completed. This will occur after the Thanksgiving holiday. 

R-23i Well R-23i is located in lower Pajarito Canyon near the intersection of State Route 
4 adjacent to well R-23. Well development of the lower screens started late last week. 
The well was swabbed and bailed. The pump was installed earlier this week in the lower 
zone with an isolation packer. 
The lower screen is currently being pumped after which the upper screen will be developed 
and pumped. 

R-27 Well R-27 is located in middle Water Canyon about 1 mile D/S from the confluence of 
Water and Canyon de Valle. Well development was completed late last week. All of the 
development parameters were within targeted range and were stable. The final TOC of the 
developed well was about 1.2 ppm with a final turbidity of less than 4 NTUs. The total 
volume of water pumped during development was approximately 46,000 gallons. Hydrotesting 
of 
the well is scheduled for mid-December. 

LAOI-7 Well LAOI-7 is an intermediate well located in middle LA Canyon between wells R-8 
and R-9. No activity this reporting period. Installation of the final well pump system 
is scheduled for this weekend. 

LADP-5 Well LADP-5 is located in middle DP canyon on the south side of the canyon. 
Drilling of the borehole started late last weekend. The borehole is currently at a depth 
of 862 feet, below the planned target depth of 660 feet. No perched water was detected in 
the borehole. The objective of this borehole was to determine if the perched water zone 
identified at well R-6i at a depth of 603 feet extends laterally to the LADP-5 location. 
The plan is to take to borehole down to the top of the basalt, at an estimated depth of 
700 feet, to determine if perched water is present. a video log will be run at Total 
Depth. If no water is present, the borehole will be backfilled with bentonite chips and 
concrete.
