On January 22, 2007 through January 31, 2007, the New Mexico Environment Department 

(NMED) conducted a hazardous waste Compliance Evaluation Inspection at Los Alamos 

National Laboratory (LANL), located in Los Alamos County. Based on that inspection and 

review of the infonnation obtained, the NMED issued a Notice of Violation (NOV) dated 

January 18, 2008. 


Pursuant to the New Mexico Hazardous Waste Act (HWA), NMSA 1978, §§ 74-4-1 to 74-4-14, 

the NMJ;:D is proposing to assess a civil penalty of $49,622.00 to settle the violations ofthe 

Hazardous Waste Management rule, 20.4.1 NMAC, and the LANL operating permit alleged in 

the NOV. The civil penalty is assessed as follows: 


J. 	 LANL failed to maintain a satellite accumulation area (SAA) under the $ 780 

control of the generator at TA-60-99. 


2. 	 LANL failed to contain a crack.ed lead battelY located at TA-60-99. $ 780 
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
