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Dear Mr. Valencia: 

It has come to my attention that the Department of Energy has budgeted 
for the purchase and installation of a new hazardous waste incinerator. 
Your attention is directed to the New Mexico Hazardous Waste Management 
Regulations (HWMR-4), Section 302.C.3.b. which requires the approval 
of the EID prior to such an installation. To date no such request 
for approval has been received. I bring this to your attention so 
that a violation of the regulations may be avoided. 

As you are aware, the EID is in the process of reviewing your RCRA 
permit application for the laboratory. The addition of another 
incinerator unit to the permit would have a major impact at this time. 
It is probable that this new unit would not be included in the initial 
permit but would be the subject of a major modi fi cation at a 1 ater 
date. This process could well take a year to complete, once begun, 
during which time the incinerator could not be operated with hazardous 
wastes.
