Draft renewal permit condition 3.7.1(1) requires compliance with 40 CFR § Z64.175, which

is the applicable reguirement in Subpart I. The problem seems To be that your operatiocnal

folks don't consider prohibited liquid identified by CCP as "free liguids,” particularly

liguid in 1nte“nal containers within & drum. Both the permit language and the definition

of "free liguids” at 40 CFR § 260.10 would compel the management of CCP-identified

"prohibited liguid" as free liguids reguirin secondary onbalﬂment. Trnis would be the

case for any prohibited liguid, including liguid in internal containers within a drum or
liguids tnat have accumulated elsewhere in the drum. I'd prefer to not burden the permit
with a lot of detail about the CCP process and instsad simply Lequwve LANL to manage
hcn*aine“s with free liguids, regardless of where it occurs within the container, as
requiring secondary containment.
