The Hazardous and Radioactive Materials Bureau (HRMB) has received the Los 
Alamos National Laboratory's (LANL) Evaluation of 1993 and 1998 sampling results 
for the Solid Waste Management Unit (SWMU) 0-030(g), dated May 6, 1999, 
referenced by EMlER: 99-119. LANL conducted additional sampling in 1998 to 
supplement the investigation done in 1993 to define the nature and extent of 
contamination at the mesa top area (Tract GB, of the Subdivision of Tract 0, Eastern 
Area no. 3). HRMB concurs with LANL's conclusions that the mesa-top portion of 
the SWMU 0-030(g) poses negligible risk to human health. HRMB recognizes that 
this human health risk evaluation addresses only the mesa-top portion of the SWMU 
and LANL will conduct human health and ecological risk assessment for the whole 
SWMU when the fieldwork for the outfall area has been completed. Should new 
information or subsequent assessments indicate a potential risk at SWMU 0-030(g) 
HRMB could require additional work.
