Subject: Part A questions 

Mark/Gene, 

Here is a link to a Permit Modification that WIPP submitted last year: 
http://www.wipp.energy.gov/library/lnformation Repository A/Class 1 Permit Modifications/12-0751.pdf. Note that 
part of t he reason for submitting the modification was to update Franco' s status from "Acting Manager" to "Manager." 
That was the only change they made to the Part A Application . 

Also, note that 270.11 contains requirements for Signatories to permit applications and reports . 270.1l(a)(1) and (3) 
conta in the requirements for LANS and DOE, respectively, for signatories to applications. I believe these sections require 
that the signatory on the Part A must be current, i.e., updated when the signatory changes. Regarding your question 
about whether you have to submit a new Part A every time the LANS responsible officer and/or the DOE principal 
changes: the answer is "yes." 

The other question you asked was regarding what to do when multiple PMRs are being processed that affect, or are 
affected by, the Part A. You asked if a Class 1 modification should be submitted after the permit is issued if the Part A 
was modified during the processing of a PMR. I think we should address these events case-by-case. It may be 
appropriate to submit comments in some cases, while in other cases, it may be more appropriate to submit a Class 1 
after the fact .
