The Respondents proposed September 12, 2006 as the due date for the Investigation Report in the 
Work Plan for Corrective Action of SPVMU 7 3-002 and Investigation of Consolidated Unit 7 3-002-
99, dated September 2005 . The Department approved the work plan, including the proposed 
schedule, and expressly reaffirmed the due date for the Investigation Report in its approval letter 
dated September 30, 2005. The Investigation Report is included on the list of submittals subject to 
stipulated penalties for federal fiscal year (FFY) 2006, revised on February 28, 2006. 

The Department reserves the right to seek another fonn of relief, in lieu of assessing stipulated 
penalties, for all or part of the penalties for noncompliance. Ifthe Department decides to assess 
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stipulated penalties pursuant to Section III.G, the Department will not seek a separate penalty for 
the deficiency identified in this notice. The Department's demand for stipulated penalties will be 
sent in accordance with Section III.G.5 of the Order.
