The New Mexico Envi­
ronment Department 
(NMED) proposes to is­
sue a final p,ermit for the 
treatment, storage and 
disposal of hazardous 
waste at the proposed 
Triassic Park Waste 
Management Facility pur­
suant to the New Mexico 
Hazardous Waste Act, 
NMSA 1978 §§ 74-4-1 et 
seq. (Repl. Pamp. 2000). 
The permit applicant, 
Gandy Marley, Inc. (GMI) 
of 1109 East Broadway, 
Tatum NM, is proposing 
to construct and operate 
the Triassic Park Waste 
Managemert Facility 43 
miles east of Roswell· in 
Chaves County, New 
Mexico, approximately 
two miles south of NM 
Highway 380. This no­
tice provides the proce­
dure for issuance of a fi­
nal permit for Triassic 
Park.

General comment in­
cludes legal argument or 
policy issues relevant in 
a hearing. Any person, 
including the applicant, 
wishing to submit written 
or oral comment be it 
technical or general, 
shall do so according to 
the procedures set forth 
below. 

A. PREVIOUSLY SUB· 
MITTED COMMENT 

Several comments re­
garding the draft permit 
have been received by 
the NMED from interest­
ed citizens. Most of these 
comments have 1been 
general in nature. NMED 
will retain those com­
ments until the hearing is 
concluded, at which time 
NMED will respond. In­
terested citizens who 
hav'e provided comment 
may provide additional 
comment, either techni­
cal or general, on the 
draft permit. 

B. GENERAL PUBLIC 
COMMENT 

Any- person may ~ide 
a general statement con­
cerning the drafi permit 
or the application at the 
hearinQ. The Hearing Of­
ficer will reserve time for 
general oral comme"nt 
during each day of the 
public hearing and will 
set reasonable limits 
upon the time allowed for 
oral comment. Any per­
son not interested in pro­
viding an oral statement 
may provide a general, 
non-technical written 
statement concerning the 
draft permit or the appli­
cation at or before the 
date of the hearing. All 
written comment, either 
technical or general, 
must be filed with the

C. TECHNICAL PUBLIC 
COMMENT 

Pursuant to the require­
ments set forth below for 
submitting a Notice of In­
tent to Present Technical 
Testimony (NOi), anyone 
may submit technical 
comment on the draft 
permit and application. 
Anyone wishing to sub­
mit a written technical 
statement without sub­
mitting a NOi may do so, 
but such technical state­
ment must be submitted 
to the Hearing Clerk on 
or before September 21, 
2001 at the above ad­
dress. 

Te.chnical comments 
shall be based on all rea­
sonably available infor· 
mation and include, to 
the extent practicable, all 
referenced factual mate­
rials. Documents in the 
administrative record 
need not be submitted ii 
expressly referenced by 
the commentator. Requir­
ing early submission of 
technical issues and 
making the sub~issions 
available to all parties, is 
intended to promote effi­
ciency, fairness and 
avoid prejudice and sur­
prise at the hearing. 

Therefore,

ment will be restricted to 
points and factual infor­
ma.tion raised in the NOi 
with the exception of re'. 
buttal, as appropriate. 
The failure to file a timely 
NOi shall preclude a per­
son from presenting 
tech-
nical comment after Sep­
tember 21, 2001, but 
shall not preclude a per­
son from presenting gen­
eral comment. 

The NOi shall contain the 
following information: 

1. Person/Entity: Identify 
.the person or entity filing 
the Notice; 

2. Position: State wheth­
er the person or entity fil­
ing the Notice supports 
or opposes the revised 
draft permit; · 

3. Witnesses: Identify 
each witness, including 
name, address, affilia­
tion(s), and educational 
and work background; 

4. Length of Testimony: 
Estimate the length of 
the direct testimony of 
each witness; 

5. Exhibits: Identify all 
ex-
hibits; for all exhibits that 
are not part of the Re­
cord Proper, attach a 
copy; · 

6. Technical Materials: 
Identify all technical ma­
terials relied upon by 
each witness in making a 
statement of technical 
fact or opinion contained 
in the direct testimony; 
attach a copy of such 
technical materials for 
the Record Proper; sub­
mit a copy of such 
techni-
cal materials to the Hear­
ing Clerk concurrently 
with the filing of the no­
tice; 

7. Direct Testimony: At­
tach a summary of direct 
testimony of each wit­
ness, stating any facts or 
opinion(s) to be offered 
by such witness and ex­
plaining the basis for 
such facts or opinion(s). 
Summaries of testimony 
shall be comprehensive, 
substantive and provide 
sufficient detail to avoid 
surprise, prejudice and 
allcw for effective cross­
examination. Summaries 
that do not meet this re­
quirement shall be ex­
cluded. Oral technical 
public comment shall be 
limited to written techni­
cal public comment as 
provided above. 

NMED does not intend to 
respond to comment at 
the public hearing, but in­
stead will use the public 
hearing as a forum to 
gather ideas and com­
ments regarding the draft 
permit and application. 
NMED will respond to all 
comments after the hear­
ing. NMED will not pres­
ent written or oral com­
ment on the draft permit, 
but reserves the rig ht to 
file a NOi •so that it may 
present testimony at the 
public hearing. The re­
quirements for present­
ing comments at the 
hearing shall not apply to 
NMED. 

D_. PARTY STATUS 

Any person, including the 
applicants, who wish to 
be a party for purposes 
of public participation at 
the hearing, shall file ei­
ther a timely NOi or a 
timely Entry of Appear­
ance on or before Sep­
tember 21, 2001 to the 
Hearing. Clerk at the ad­
dress provided above. 
The Entry of Appearance 
shall include the follow­
ing: 

1. Person: The person or 
entity filing the entry and 
current address for writ· 
ten notification; 

2. Position: State wheth­
er the person or entity 
supports or opposes the 
revised draft permit; and 

3. Length of Testimony: 
Provide an estimate of 
the amount of time for or­
al comment, if any. 

The failure to file a timely 
Entry of Appearance 
shall preclude a person 
from being a party in the 
proceeding, but shall not 
preclude a person from 
presenting general oral 
public comment at the 
hearing. NMED may file 
an Entry of Appearance 
to participate at the pub­
lic hearing. 

As soon as practicable, 
but in no event later than 
two weeks prior to the 
hearing, the Hearing Offi· 
cer shall make a hearing 
schedule available for 
public participants and 
mail it to each person 
who files an Entry of Ap­
pearance or NOi. 

PROCEDURE FOR 
ISSUANCE OF FINAL 
PERMIT DECISION 

NMED will respond in 
writing to public com­
ments prior to proposing 
a final decision to the 
Secretary. The Secretary 
will issue a final permit 
decision and response to 
comments. This re­
sponse shall: 

1. Specify which provi­
sions, if any, of the draft 
permit have been 
changed in the final per­
mit decision, and the rea­
sons for the change; and 

2. Briefly describe and 
respond to all public 
comments on the draft 
permit or the permit ap­
plication raised during 
the publjc comment peri­
od or public hearing. 

The Secretary, Mr. Peter 
Maggiore, will make the 
final permit decision pub­
licly available and shall 
notify the applicants by 
certified mail. All persons 
presenting written com­
ment, who filed an Entry 
of Appearance or re­
quested notification in 
writing shall be notified of 
the decision by first-class 
regular mail. The Secre­
tary's decision shall con­
stitute 2. final agency de· 
cision and may be ap­
pealed as provided by 
the Hazardous Waste 
Act (74-4-14 NMSA 
1978).
