Additional information regarding open container received on February 17, 2004
Letter of Violation and Return to Compliance should be forthcoming

o Resolution of manifest discrepancy

Initially reported by Permittees on November 12, 2003

Involved assigning incorrect waste stream to five drums disposed of at WIPP in
August 2003

Fourteen EPA Hazardous Waste Numbers were not on the manifests for two
shipments.




- Received letter dated January 14, 2004 identifying steps taken to correct the
manifests and data in the WWIS, and to assign the individual drums in the TDOPs
to the correct waste stream

o Receipt of non-WAP compliant waste from RFETS
- Received oral report from Kerry Watson on February 24, 2004, regarding waste
containers undergoing visual verification for which one or both operators were not
fully qualified '
- WIPP accepted up to 38 containers for disposal in the July-August 2003 timeframe
- NMED staff requested and obtained additional records of potentially affected
containers at recent RFETS audit April 2, 2004
